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Letter of Intent

Based on the close and successful cooperation to date, the
undersigned parties (the “Parties”) hereby announce their
intention to continue their active participation in the Catch-
ing-up Regions Initiative launched by the Directorate-Gen-
eral Regional and Urban Policy of the European Commission
by concentrating their efforts on carrying out the 4th year
of the Initiative. The 4th year of the CuRI started on 17 May
2022 and it is expected to finish on 30 June 2023.

The objective of the Catching-up Regions Initiative is to
support growth and job creation through a defined num-
ber of measures in the Banska Bystrica, KoSice and PreSov
Self-Governing Regions (the “Participating Regions”),
aimed at strengthening the efficiency and effectiveness of
the use of European Union funds in the 2014-2020 and
2021-2027 programming periods (the “"EU Funds”). These
measures and related objectives are set out in the Action
Plans for growth and jobs of the Participating Regions (the
“Action Plans”).

The Catching-up Regions Steering Committee, of which the
Parties are members, will oversee the progress of the imple-
mentation of the Action Plans and will regularly support the
Initiative by identifying potential implementation difficulties
and proposing remedial solutions where necessary.

The Directorate-General Regional and Urban Policy of
the European Commission will secure the strategic setting
and management of the Initiative and the technical as-
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sistance provided under it. The Participating Regions will
ensure, in cooperation and coordination with representa-
tives of the World Bank Group, the implementation of the
measures defined in the Action Plans, the achievement of
the objectives set, and their reporting.

The Ministry of Investment, Regional Development and
Informatization of the Slovak Republic will support the
implementation of the Initiative in its role as the nation-
al-level contact point in order to minimise barriers to the
implementation of the Initiative and maximise its consist-
ency with national policy. As there is no specific allocation
from the European Union for the implementation of the
Initiative, the support also includes the identification of
potential sources of EU funding.

This Letter of Intent does not represent an enforceable
legal contract and the commitments contained within it
are only voluntary in nature. Any legal acts, including the
provision of funds, which may arise for the Participating
Regions as a result of the implementation of the Initiative,
will need to be approved by the competent authorities. The
legal acts in question will enter into force and effect in ac-
cordance with applicable law.

The Letter of Intent follows up on the cooperation based
on the Letter of Intent signed on 28 January 2018 in
PreSov, and the Letter of Intent signed on 27 March 2019
in Banska Bystrica between the Parties.
